Entries quickly filled for our 2nd Annual Working Equitation Schooling Show at
FENCE April 6, with riders traveling from local farms and other states to compete
in the dressage-based sport that includes obstacles and speed (and sometimes,
working cattle). Despite predictions for heavy storms, the weather cooperated
with cool temps and dry skies until the very last moments of the day.

The morning began with dressage, judged by KC Betzel in the standard-for-WE
20x40m outdoor arena. After a brief rest came Ease of Handling, judged by Kasey
Riddle in the large covered arena. After all competitors had completed these first
two phases, riders in Levels 2-5 returned to turn up the excitement even further,
taking on a shortened course of obstacles against the clock (and with the music
of their choice blaring from the sound system!) for the Speed test, also judged by
Kasey.

During the Ease of Handling (EOH) phase, obstacles must be negotiated with
precision and smoothness, with marks and comments being given for each
obstacle in much the same way they are for dressage: 10 possible points for each
obstacle, as well as collective remarks including: transitions and navigation; gaits;
impulsion; submission; rider; and presentation of the team. The fun and flowy
EOH course used the entire covered arena space and included a single slalom,
bridge, jump, cup switch, jug, livestock pen, bull line, bell corridor, barrels, figure
eight, gate and sidepass pole.

The Speed phase tests accuracy and control against the clock with points being
deducted for errors (dislodging, knocking down or failing to complete an
obstacle) or added for successfully using the garrocha pole to spear aring on
course. Depending on which Level is being ridden and which obstacle, teams
perform at walk/trot or walk/trot/canter, choosing at the outset which hand they
will consistently use throughout the course when touching an obstacle is
necessary. Riders are able to walk the course on foot before the start of
competition in order to decide the most efficient routes for their horses during
the tests.
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Speaking of horses, the variety of breeds that compete in Working Equitation is
part of its popularity in the US. This event showcased the athleticism of the
Quarter Horse, Arabian, Thoroughbred, Warmblood, Paint, Lusitano, Pura Raza
Espanola (PRE), Morgan, Gypsy Vanner, Dutch Harness Horse, Haflinger,
Warlander and many talented crossbreds.

Ribbons were handed out for First through Sixth place to Open, Amateur and
Youth riders in each Level. Our wonderful sponsors, Amy Sakovich of White Sun
Saddlery and Cindy Kaufman of Shadow Hill Farm, provided beautiful dressage
pads and engraved stemless wine glasses, respectively, to the High Score winners
in each Level for dressage and Ease of Handling. Foothills BBQ was on hand to
provide lunch for competitors and our fabulous volunteers.

Thanks to all who helped make this fun and highly enjoyable weekend a success!
